"Climate Change Perceptions and Adaptations of Southwestern Lalitpur Farmers"

Climate change is one of the most pressing issues of
the twenty-first century, with devastating impacts
tangible everywhere. The impact is large in vulnerable
countries like Nepal, due to its dependence on rain-fed
smallholder agriculture and wide variety of altitudes
and climates. Nepal bears witness to the current
devastating impacts of climate change and is bracing
for growing future impacts. Thus, understanding climate
perceptions and adaptation strategies is of utmost
importance in addressing this crisis.

Through semi-qualitative interviews with 107 farmers
in the rural southwest of the Lalitpur district, this study
explored the perceptions of long-term climate changes,
the perceived climate impacts, and recent adaptation

A

methods. Participants indicated hotter summers, more
unpredictable rainfall, and other agreements with
general national trends; they perceived the impacts of
crop production decline and increased pests and disease.
In terms of adaptation, the farmers have engaged in a
multidimensional range of adaptation methods,
including increased livestock farming, off-season
vegetable farming in plastic tunnels, and the use of
hybrid seeds. This study provides future Nepal mid-hills
food security and livelihoods projects with relevant
statistics and methods to explore climate change with
communities.
